Day 1: Arrival in Mongolia & City tour

Day 3: Day 3: Drive from White supa to Gobi Gurvan saikhan
  Get up early in the morning and ride a camel for 1 hour. Gobi moved to Gurvan Saikhan
Khairkhan. Khairkhan is surrounded by beautiful scenery in the Gobi Desert and we have
organized excursions such as Yoliin Am and Mukhar Shivert. The delicious food and
customs of the Gobi family may seem strange to you. (B+L+D)

Day 4: Day 4: Drive from Gobi Gurvan saikhan to Hongor’s sand
  On this day, we will visit the largest sand dune in southern Mongolia. Experiencing the
sand dunes firsthand is the true beauty of nature. Riding a horse in the dunes during the
day will give you another peculiar feeling and relieve your stress and fatigue. (B+L+D)

Day 5: Day 5: Drive from Hongor’s sand to Bayanzag
  The Mongolian Gobi Desert is famous for its rich ancient dinosaur discoveries... Isn’t it
interisting to see a fossil egg and touch it with your own hands? (B+L+D)

Day 6: Day 6: Drive from Bayanzag to Khuis Naim lake
  In this way, we will cross heaven and earth and enter the khangai region, full of
mountains, hills and forests. Here begins a journey through the central part of Mongolia,
and you will forget about the Gobi Desert and admire the beauty of the Khangai region.

Day 7: Day 7: Drive from Khuis Naim lake to Kharkhorin, Erdenezuu ruins
  On the way across the lake, we will travel through the history of ancient Mongolia...On
this day, we will visit Tovkhon Temple, Ulaan tsutgalan Waterfall, Harhorin City Ruins
and Erdenezuu Temple . These places are inextricably linked to certain periods of
Mongolian history. We hope you are interested in Mongolian national costumes.

Day 8: Day 8: Drive from Kharkhorin, Erdenezuu ruins to Khorgo, Terkh
  This road leads us to the foot Terkhiin tsagaan lake and the ancient volcano Khorgiin
togoo, the two are inextricably linked. On the interesting road, we will pass most
